Extra practice:

1. Write a program that reads in two integers a and b and swaps their values.

2. Write a program that calculates how many standard rolls of wallpaper (width is 21 cm, length is 33 cm) are needed to paper a room. Let the user enter the dimensions of the room.

3. Compare two numbers if they are the same and output “ the numbers are the same”, then check if one number is greater than the other one and output “number1 is greater than number2”, then check if num2 is greater than num1 and output “num2 is greater than num1” and finally check if they are equal and output “the numbers are different”.

Extra challenge:

4. Write a program that inputs a five digit number, separates the number into its individual digits and prints the digits separated from one another. 

Now put the five digit number together and output it.
5. Write a program that reads in an integer and outputs a message indicating whether the integer is odd or an even number.
