Finding a substring in a string
To find a substring in a string we can use find function. Its syntax is

string_name.find( substring)

Example:

int main(){

string s1="I am the best";

cout<<s1.find("best");

}

Return value: 9

The function returns starting position if the substring is found.

Example 0.

Declare and initialize a string s1 to “Happy New Year”. Find the position at which the word Year appears. Also, try to search for a substring that does not appear in the s1.

Example 1.

Enter a string consisting of two words. Output the two words on separate lines.

Example 2.

If your string x=”We are the best”. Output every word on separate lines.

Example 3.

Repeat the previous example by writing a function called separator that will outputs every word on a new line.
Example 4. 

Write a function that will transform a word entered by a user by taking its last letter and inserting it in the front of the word.

For example, word should become dwor

Example 5:
Write a program that reads a series from the user and displays only those strings that start with the letter “b”.

Example 6:

Write a program that reads a series from the user and displays only those strings that end with the letters “ed”.
