9. There is a large positive correlation between number of cars produced and Carbon Dioxide emission

10. There is a large positive correlation between Greenhouse gas emissions and respiratory diseases

11. There is a large positive correlation between teen drinking and number of motor vehicle collisions
12. There is a large positive correlation between someone’s age and someone’s wealth

13. There is a large positive correlation between the variation from mean global temperature and the number of forest fires in Canada
14. Researching causes of forest fires in Canada

15. There is a large positive correlation between number of hours spent participating in sport activities and success at school.

16. There is a large positive correlation between the gas prices and the price of crude oil

17. There is a large positive correlation between pesticide use and cancer rates

18. There is a large negative correlation between income and crime rates

19. There is a large positive correlation between the cost of a movie and its revenue

20. There is a large positive correlation between the price of gold and the price of Barick Gold Corp shares
