3. Using your own function write a program that takes two inegers and returns true if the first integer divides evenly into the second one.

4. The greatest common divisor of two integers is the largest integer that evenly divided into each of the two integers. Use a function with the name gcd and create a program that returns the greatest common divisor of two integers.
