



        Pointers and Strings
Check slides 65 till the end.

Q1: Using 3 strings (treated as arrays), make the first one equal to “ I am happy every minute of my life.” Make the second one equal to the first one and the third one is the same as the first one but of length 11.

Q2: Use three strings. Make the first one equal to “You are great.”, the second one “I believe in you”. Output them and then concatenate string2 to string1 and output again. Then make s3 equal to s2 and concatenate s3 to s1. Output s1, s2 and s3 one more time.
Q3: Use three strings. Make the first two equal to “How are you Brian?”, and the third one is “How are you Bob?”. Compare s1 and s2, then s2 and s3, and then s3 and s1. Then compare s3 (length 12) to s1 and s1 to s3(length 7).
Q4: Enter a sentence and then output every word on a new line using pointers.
Q5: Find the lengths of three strings using pointers.
